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PRE-REQUISITES

Richmond Continuing Education has established
minimum prerequisite marks and courses. Some
students may be required to complete an English
Assessment in order to be placed in courses within
the Adult Secondary School program.

ENGLISH ASSESSMENT

e For students who have not yet completed English
10 in Canada and are taking an English course
with us for the first time.

e For students who last took an English course with
Richmond Continuing Education more than two
years ago.

e Assessment covers grammar, reading, listening
and writing.

e Takes about two hours to complete and is done
on a computer.

e Assessment results are emailed to students within
a week of assessment. Results are valid for one
(1) year and are used for class placement
purposes only.

e Cost: $40 non-refundable, payable by VISA,
AMEX or MasterCard.
