•  passed English 12 or Communications 12 from a Canadian secondary school, or the REAP 
English Test (IELTS, CELPIP, Duolingo and TOEFL scores are not accepted) 
        If you do NOT have English 12 or Communications 12, you must take the REAP English Test ($40). 
 
STRONG APPLICATIONS WILL INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING:  
•  work experience (volunteer or paid) with individuals with special needs 
•  post-secondary studies/specialized training in child development, education, psychology, 
special education, health care or related fields 
•  proven track record of care for others

___  Secondary school transcript of grades (copy) 
___  Secondary Graduation certificate (copy) 
 
* Describe what you know about the role of an Education Assistant, characteristics about 
yourself that fit this career field and how your work experiences and educational background 
relate to being an Education Assistant.

Step Four: All applicants will be notified by late April if they have been selected for an 
individual interview via Zoom. If you are not selected for an interview, you may re-apply for the 
next REAP intake.
